This is a Relaxed Environment performance

• Moving during the performance is alright. It 

is fine to walk around or sit down while the 

performance is happening. 

• If you need to use the washroom during the 

performance, that is alright. An usher can 

show the way to the washroom. After using 

the washroom, the usher can help you 

return to your seat. 

• Sometimes, it may be necessary to 

leave the performance area to find a quiet 

place to calm down. It is alright to return to 

the performance when you are ready.

Hall is on Level 2, at The Bay Room.

• There are chairs to rest on in the Calm 

Space.

• If you are seated at Level 1, take the 

staircase up to Level 2 after leaving the 

Concert Hall.

• If help is needed, an usher can show the 

way.

Space at the Concert Hall

• If you are seated on Level 3, take the 

staircase down to Level 2 after leaving the 

Concert Hall.

• If help is needed, an usher can show the 

way.
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Directions to the Calm 
Space at the Concert Hall

• If you are seated on Level 4, take the 

staircase down two floors to Level 2 after 

leaving the Concert Hall.

• If help is needed, an usher can show the 

way.
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Directions to the Calm 
Space at the Concert Hall

• At Level 2, with the glass windows on the 

right, walk straight to the end of the 

corridor to find The Bay Room. 
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Directions to the Calm 
Space at the Concert Hall

• This is where the Calm Space is.

• The Calm Space is a quiet place to rest.

• After resting, it is possible to return to the 

Concert Hall to enjoy the rest of the 

performance.
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Assistive Listening

• An Assistive Listening system is available 

for this venue.

• Hearing aid users with a Telecoil-enabled 

programme can benefit from the system 

provided.

• Please arrive at the venue 30 min before 

the performance.

• Please approach an usher at the venue and 

they can assist with the setup.
